	MAGTF LOGAIS v7.0 System Administrator

Quick Notes Objective:  To provide the operational forces a concise guide on how to perform a specific task in MAGTF LOGAIS.




This Quick Note was written to provide further guidance to MAGTF LOGAIS system administrators on how to use System Administrator and run the database.   Version 7.0 is a major upgrade from previous versions and adds a client-server capability to the software.  The same functionality of working a standalone database is still present in version 7.0, but the user also has the ability to share this database with other users.   MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server mode runs on the existing local area network and in general does not have require a dedicated computer to act solely as the server.  However, depending on the complexity and size of the plans and the needs of the unit the requirement may arise to dedicate a computer to this job.  

Although the ability to use MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server environment is available for use in garrision, the client-server requirement was built in order to support the AIT Shipboard Initiative.  Running MAGTF LOGAIS in the client-server environment allows the ship/phibron/landing force the opportunity to track the loading of equipment and personnel during the embarkation phase and the offloading of equipment and personnel during an amphibious operation.  

System Administrator of MAGTF LOGAIS v7.0 is significantly different than version 6.4 due to the client-server requirement.  System Administrator is broken down into three main modules:  Access Management, DTR Management and Server Management.  The specifics on each of the functions of these modules can be found in System Administrator Help by selecting Help | Help Index.

	Access Management


There are two views for this screen:  User Information and Plan Information.  To change views, the system administrator must select the Change View button in the upper left hand corner of the window.  

User Information View functions:

1.  Add and removing users

2.  Changing and Resetting passwords

3.  Granting and Revoking Administrative Rights to users

4.  Granting and Revoking users access to plans

	DTR Management


The DTR Management Module is used by the System Administrator for viewing and managing all Data Trouble Reports (DTR) that are created.  This screen shows the SQL statement created when certain actions are attempted by users such as modifying reference data, adding records to reference data or importing a plan with data not included in the reference data tables.

Reference data and the way it is handled will change starting in V7.0.  In order to get reference data up to date, certain restrictions have been placed on inserting, editing and deleting reference data.  The following rules and restrictions have been modified so that user modified reference data can be easily identified and so that operators are aware that there are DTRs being generated that are waiting to be sent to MDL for approval.

1.  Reference data can only be viewed from MDSS II, TC AIMS, and MAGTF II.  It cannot be manipulated directly in any way from these systems.

2.  MDL provided data cannot be modified in any way in any system.

3.  Reference data can be added through plan imports and through the SYSADMIN application.

4.  Reference data that has been inserted through a plan import or through the SYSADMIN application will have a gray row color.  After the record is inserted the system will prompt them to accept the insertion and submit a DTR.  If the user selects "no" to submit a DTR, the row is not inserted.

5.  Rows that are gray (user inserted) have the ability to be edited or deleted.  In the case of a deletion, the system will see if the original insert DTR is still in the DTR table.  If so, it will remove the insert DTR and not create a delete DTR.  If there is no insert DTR in the DTR table, a delete DTR is generated.  In both cases, the record can be removed from reference data if it is a gray (user inserted) row.

6.  If the operator attempts a delete or an edit on a MDL provided reference data record in the SYSADMIN application, they will be prompted to submit a DTR.  Whether or not the operator creates a DTR for the proposed edit or deletion, MDL provided data cannot be edited or deleted directly by the operator.

The steps for submitting Data Trouble Reports (DTR) are as follows:

1.  Select DTR Management from the File menu.

2.  Select Export DTR from the Interface menu.  The DTR Export window displays.

3.  In the Interface Type box, click the down arrow button and select the appropriate type.

4.  In the Drive box, click the down arrow button and select the appropriate drive where the file you are exporting will be located.

5.  In the Directories listing, double click the [..] symbol until the directory where the file you are exporting is shown.

6.  In the Directories listing, double click the appropriate directory where the file you are exporting is shown below the Directories title.

7.  In the File Name box, type the appropriate name of the file you are exporting.

8.  Click the OK button.  You are prompted with "DTR export is complete.".

9.  Click the OK button.

10.  Email DTR export just created to mdl@mcsc.usmc.mil.  The submitter will be contacted within 48 hours to notify receipt of the DTR and any other pertinent information.

In the last year, great effort has been spent trying to update and clean up the TECHDATA table of MAGTF LOGAIS.  As a result, users will notice the following changes:

1.  There is only one NSN configuration per NSN.  

2.  Commodity codes have been updated.

3.  20 % reduction in table size.

4.  Faster data retrieval.

	Server Management


Server Management is the System Administrator’s tool for monitoring and controlling the use of the server.

By selecting the “+” next to LOGAISNETWORK, the system administrator will be able to view all users logged onto the server.  If a user is highlighted and DROP is selected, that user will be disconnected from the server.  Selecting REFRESH will refresh the system administrator’s view.
